Our Founder

Samskritapranayabhajanam

Shri. P. T. Kuriakkose Master
(Life: 06-08-1889 to 23-02-1973)

The heights that the great men reach were not obtained by sudden
flight. They, while their companions slept, burnt the midnight oil up. So
like Shri.P. T. Kuriakkose Master, son of Shri.Tharu Pulikkottil, born on the
6th of August,1889 at Orumanayoor, had been responsible for the nurtur-
ing of the ancient classical language Sanskrit. He worked day in and day out
for the welfare of the institution, which was founded in the year 1909. He
had done so much to enliven the status of classical language and that we are
indebted to him beyond measure. He is a nonpareil as he had bequeathed
all his property, belongings and possessions in order to popularize the
language. The institution brought up by his efforts has been now raised to
the status of a campus of Deemed University governed by MHRD from
1979. Sanskrit is now taught here in both under graduate and post graduate
level. Due to lack of space, the institution was shifted from Pavaratty to
Puranattukara and presently this institution is known as Central Sanskrit
University, Guruvayoor Campus. The premise at Pavaratty is kept as a
monument and is now known as “P. T. Kuriakkose Smriti Bhavanam” Let
us pay obeisance to our great founder.
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
