Guruvayoor Sahitya Deepika Sanskrit
Vidyapeetha started U.G. and P.G.
Courses in Sanskrit under Madras
University in 1934.Later the
institution was affiliated to University
of Kerala and University of Calicut
respectively.In 1972 the institution
was affiliated to Rashtriya Sanskrit
Sansthan and named as Guruvayoor
Sahitya Deepika Sanskrit
Vidyapeetha.The institution was taken
over by Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan , 

Under MHRD, Govt. of India on 16th July 1979 and renamed as Guruvayoor Kendriya Sanskrit
Vidhyapeetha.On grant of the status of Deemed University to the Sansthan, it has been renamed as
Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan (Deemed University),Guruvayoor Campus. The campus is situated in a
lush green locality at Puranattukara at a distance of 10 K.M. from Trichur Railway Station on way to
Guruvayoor Temple. It has a spacious building built at a cost of Rs. 2.20 crores by the C.P.W.D.

Apart from main building, this Campus also has Boys' Hostel with 40 rooms, Girls' Hostel having 40
rooms, Library building, 7 units of Staff Quarters and a Guest House consisting of 8 rooms. The campus
is pursuing research work leading to the degree of Vidyavaridhi (Ph.D.) and is imparting education in
Sahitya, Vyakarana, Advaita Vedanta, Nyaya at Shastri and Acharya and level, Shiksha Shastri (B.Ed.)
and Jyotisha at Shastri level at Shastri level and Higher Secondary school education called Prak Shastri.
Computer Education facility is also available.

Distance Education programme was started in 2010, Centre works at P.T Kuriakkose Smrithi Bhavan,
Pavaratty near Guruvayoor.

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About The Department
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The Department of Shiksha Shastra was
established in 1974 in the erstwhile
Sahityadeepika Vidyapeetham, Pavaratty,
with the objective of imparting quality
teacher education grounded in Indian
knowledge traditions. In 1979, the
institution was taken over by the Rashtriya
Sanskrit Sansthan, New Delhi, under the
Ministry of Human Resource Development
(MHRD), Government of India. Following
this transition, the department experienced
significant growth and development with
enhanced academic facilities,
infrastructure, and institutional support.

            The department has consistently maintained high academic standards and has received
recognition from statutory bodies. The Inspection Team of the National Council for Teacher Education
(NCTE), Southern Regional Committee, Bangalore, visited the department and appreciated its academic
and co-curricular activities. Based on the recommendations of the inspection team, the NCTE granted
approval to increase the student intake from 60 to 100 for the academic year 2003–2004, reflecting the
department’s expanding capacity and academic excellence.

         As per the revised NCTE regulations, the intake of the Shiksha Shastri programme was restructured
to one unit from the academic year 2015–16. Subsequently, from the academic year 2019–20, the
sanctioned intake was revised to 55 students, including 10% seats reserved under the Economically
Weaker Sections (EWS) category. The duration of the Shiksha Shastri course is two years, and
consequently, the department currently manages two concurrent batches at different stages of the
programme. Admission to the programme is carried out through the CUET-PG examination, ensuring
transparency and merit-based selection.
   
      In line with the National Education Policy (NEP) 2020 and the latest NCTE guidelines, the department
introduced the Four-Year Integrated Teacher Education Programme (ITEP) from the academic year 2024–
25. Admissions to the ITEP programme are conducted through the NCTE-designated entrance
examination, further strengthening the quality and national-level competitiveness of the programme.

     At present, the Department of Shiksha Shastra functions from a separate, newly constructed building,
equipped with modern classrooms and academic facilities, providing a conducive environment for
teaching, learning, and research.

The time allotted for paper presentation will be 8–10 minutes, followed by discussion.
Selected papers will be published in the seminar proceedings / edited volume (subject
to reviewer recommendations).
The decision of the seminar organizing committee regarding acceptance and
scheduling of papers shall be final.
