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Report of ITEP 2" year orientation Programme 2025

Subject: English Time: 02.pm to 3.15

Day 01 (02/07/2025 Wednesday)

The session was titled as ‘Learning with technology: communicative English skills.” The session
began with a vocabulary-based activity in which learners collected commonly used words and
their contracted forms. By using these words learners developed sentences. Later, students
participated in a discussion on ‘clich¢’ and ‘slang’. By using technology related vocabulary,
learners familiarized sentence structure in English. Students from different region contribute

varieties of language use with examples.
Day 02 (03/07/2025 Thursday)

The session was titled ‘Walk for vocabulary’ in which learners enhance their English vocabulary
through video games. The students were divided into groups and instructed to collect maximum
English words within the time limit of three minutes from the letter board projected on the screen.
All the members of the four groups were actively participated in the activity and after every session
participant shared their words each other. Through this activity they were able to collect nearly

200 words. Later each group developed sentences using the vocabulary.
Day 03 (04/07/2025 Friday)

The session was titled “Say it in sentences” in which randomly six learners were selected as famous
personalities such as K.J.Jesudas, Sachin Tendulkar, M.S. Dhoni, Malala Yusufsai, Urvashi and
Sharukh Khan. Others learners performed as media persons and asked questions to the famous
personalities. This speaking skill-oriented activity helped the learners to develop their
communicative skills. All the students actively participated in the meeting. Each learners asked

minimum five questions, and the famous personalities in the hot seat answered the questions.
Day 04 (07/07/2025 Monday)

This session planned to make the learner understand sentence structure in English. The session

began with watching some videos from language related films like ‘English Vinglish’. Based on



the videos the facilitator explained sentence structure along with explanations of Noun, verb,
subject, object, adjective and adverb. Then students were actively participated in the tongue twister
games. It helps them to understand the influence of mother tongue on second language acquisition.
Learners loudly read sentences like “She sell sea shell on the sea shore”. Later learners watched

an advertisement to explain each scene in it. This activity aims to develop the speaking skills.
Day 05 (08/07/2025 Tuesday)

This session was titled as “Act out Language”, in which learners were divided into different groups
to perform advertisement of various products. There were four groups and the products were
perfume, head set, pillow and umbrella. Each group were given 15 minutes for their discussion
and preparing script. Two students were selected as the judges and they reviewed the script and
performance. Based on their analysis they selected groups 3, 2 and 4 in the positions of first, second
and third respectively. Later each group were directed to submit their script. All the learners
submitted detailed report of the activity. This activity helped the learners to develop their verbal

and non-verbal communication through scripted actions.
Day 06 (10/07/2025 Thursday)

In this session learners attended language based multiple choice quiz. The quiz covers questions
on various aspects of English language and communication including grammar, vocabulary,
phonetics, morphology and semantics. The questions were designed to check their previous
knowledge as well the knowledge acquired from the seven-day orientation program. Learners were

actively participated in the quiz competition.
